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Terms of QualificationsTerms of Qualifications

Awarded on provisional basis
Subject to reclassification or revocation 
by Marina Manager
– Violate good seamanship or safety rules
– Excessively late in returning
– Incurring damage
– Collisions or groundings

Facts reported to MWR Department Officer
– Final judgment
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Age RestrictionsAge Restrictions

Under 12 requires parent or guardian
– Written permission
– Wear PFD at all times

Rhodes skipper
– 16 or older

Powerboat
– 17 or older

Shields skipper
– 18 or older
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Manifest FormManifest Form

Skipper ensures all crew/passengers 
are named on form
Skipper certifies they are all qualified 
swimmers
– Swim 50 yards & tread water 5 min

Or will wear USCG certified PFD
– Child < 12 yo will wear all the time

Read/sign fine print on back
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Boating ObservanceBoating Observance

Conduct in keeping with yachting
– Custom
– Safety

No mooring except at Navy Marina
Swimming prohibited
Alcoholic beverages prohibited
Closed-toed shoes
– Rubber, cork or crepe-soled

Don PFD rough weather approaching 
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Securing the BoatSecuring the Boat

Properly moored and left shipshape
– Clean and dry
– Rigging and lines stowed

Equipment properly secured
– Sails folded and bagged
– PFDs and buckets returned

Skipper responsible for loss
– Report in writing
– Pay for missing or damaged equipment

Return upon signs of approaching 
bad weather or fog
– Visibility less than 1 mile

NAVSTA Command Duty Officer
– Final responsibility for canceling 

recreational sailing and powerboating
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Return to Marina Wind CriteriaReturn to Marina Wind Criteria

Rhodes return when
– Average winds reach 18 knots or
– Winds with gusts to 22 knots

Shields return when
– Average winds reach 22 knots or
– Winds with gusts to 27 knots

Maritime Skiffs
– Average winds reach 18 knots or
– Winds with gusts to 25 knots

– Avoid Rose Island 

shallows to North
