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NAVAL HISTORICAL COLLECTION

The Naval Historical Collection, the depository for Naval War College archives, manuscript materials and special collections, was established in 1969 as a division of the Naval War College Library in response to an urgent need for organizing and preserving a growing body of primary source materials. Since its inception, the Collection has grown in scope and quality, and it now offers the naval historian, as well as scholars of American military and diplomatic history, a unique body of materials for research purposes. 

From the beginning, two collection themes were designated for the activity: a primary one, the history of naval warfare as studied and taught at the College, and a secondary and regional one, the history of the Navy in Narragansett Bay. This focus gave the Collection direction and resulted in a number of unique and historically valuable acquisitions.

Archives.  The Naval War College, the senior educational institution in the U.S. Navy and the first of its kind in the world, was founded by Commodore Stephen B. Luce in 1884. Luce served as the College's first president and Alfred T. Mahan, the renowned naval historian, as its second. They, along with a coterie of reformers, intended to modernize and professionalize the Navy and to educate naval officers in the basic principles of their profession. In the beginning, students were steeped in naval history, international law, war gaming, and strategy and tactics in order to grasp the essentials of naval warfare. The curriculum has evolved since those early years, but it still emphasizes history studies, national and global economics, and naval operations, all to the end of producing naval officers capable of making sound command/management decisions. 

A historical perspective and a concern for the institution's records, as evidenced by an early mandate for an archivist, has been a constant during the last century. As a result, the Naval War College Archives represent over 1200 feet of holdings that document the administrative history and curricular development of the institution since its founding. The archives contain forty-three record groups that house administrative correspondence and memoranda, College publications, conference proceedings, library records, lectures, faculty and staff presentations, theses, war gaming materials, College of Continuing Education, Naval Command College and Naval Staff College administrative files, and a vast array of intelligence and technical source materials pertaining to technological developments in the Navy, to intelligence gathering by naval attaches during World War I, and to naval strategic and tactical problems addressed by students here, and by the Navy at large. Each record group has its own inventory and many have card catalogs available for consultation. 

Manuscripts.  Naval Historical Collection manuscript collections, of which there are currently 205, consist of either corporate collections or personal papers of naval officers or civilians who have been associated with the College at some point in their careers and who have made major contributions to the evolution of naval warfare. Significant corporate collections include the files of the Newport Naval Base, 1942-1969; The Naval Training Station at Newport, 1895-1974; the Naval Torpedo Station, the first naval command in the Newport area, established in 1869 on Goat Island, 1869-1945; and the Quonset Point Naval Air Station Public Affairs Office, 1941-1973. 

In an effort to document College history more fully, a concerted effort has been made to locate and collect papers of College presidents. The Collection is fortunate to have the papers of Presidents Stephen B. Luce, Alfred T. Mahan, Charles H. Stockton, William V. Pratt, Raymond A. Spruance, Richard G. Colbert, James B. Stockdale, Edward F. Welch, James Service, John T. Hayward, Joseph Strasser, and James Stark. The manuscripts of College professors and long-time College associates have also been deposited in the Naval Historical Collection. The papers of William M. Little, father of naval war gaming, 1880-1915; Henry E. Eccles, naval logistician and scholar of military affairs, 1898-1986; and Richard W. Bates, Director of the Battle Evaluation Group, 1946-1958, and first Executive Director of the Naval War College Foundation; and Professor Frederick H. Hartmann, Alfred Thayer Mahan Professor of Maritime Strategy and Academic Advisor to Naval War College Presidents, 1966-1986, are some of the outstanding collections housed here. All collections have been inventoried and catalogued; Manuscript registers have been prepared for the largest and most significant ones. 

Manuscript items consist of over 462 single documents, letters, volumes, journals, notebooks, certificates, biographies, autobiographies and ledgers, either donated or purchased. These items range from newspaper accounts and commentary on the Chesapeake Affair of 1807 to a biography of Admiral Harold Stark, CNO, 1939-1942, and a 1968 letter from a crewmember of the captured spy ship USS PUEBLO. 

Oral Histories.  Oral histories are the third major research component listed in this guide. They consist of microfiche and bound transcripts of interviews with flag rank officers conducted by the Columbia University Oral History Research Office and the U.S. Naval Institute Oral History Program, Annapolis, MD. 

In 1975, the Naval Historical Collection established its own oral history program. The goal was to interview naval officers and civilians who had been associated with the institution and who could bring new perspectives and insights to the Navy's presence in the Newport region.  In 1993, a program interviewing women in the WAVES, SPARS and Marines was initiated to commemorate the fiftieth anniversary of World War II and to honor the women who served in the sea services. Total oral history holdings number over 260 interviews, some of which are restricted. 

Naval War College students, faculty, and non-College researchers are encouraged to visit the Naval Historical Collection and to make use of its research source materials on the institution's history and the history of naval warfare.
